RUBRICS FOR TOPIC PRESENTATION

From the syllabus:

Topic Presentation: Students will select a topic that will become the focus of their work from the list provided or in consultation with the instructor. Presentations on the preliminary work accomplished will be scheduled for Thursday or Friday. The best presentations will help the other members of the class understand the issues involved with your text or topic and the preliminary ways you are working with it. The presenter should keep in mind that a final paper will yet be written on this topic, and so feedback should be solicited that will contribute to that paper. Depending on the number of students in the course, these presentations will be 20-30 minutes long.

More specifically: 

· As noted above, you should plan on having about 20-30 minutes to make your presentation.
· The best presentations will likely include a distributable guide of some kind for the members of the class so that we can follow along. I encourage digital rather than print distribution. If you have a Word Doc, you may post it on the FishersNet Blackboard site. You might also consider posting something on the blog and soliciting comments from anyone who might stumble upon the blog.
· It is possible that you may, depending on your skills and available resources, make your presentation as a PowerPoint, (digital) handout, web site, etc... or simply a spoken presentation.
· It is clear that you will not be in a position of having coming to conclusions about your topic. You probably have not even had time to track down all the primary literature material (i.e., the various texts and translations…), much less the secondary literature. I do expect, however, that you have at least:
· Accumulated all the textual stuff from biblical materials (i.e., you have a list of all the biblical texts that might refer to the text you are studying)
· Consulted the Beale and Carson Commentary to make sure you are getting the big picture and not missing something really important
· In your presentation, therefore, you should:
· Provide the class with a clear description of what you are attempting to do.
· Provide us with an overview of the important texts that you have accumulated
· Indicate to us what significant issues of interpretation might be involved
· Remember that you are trying to get yourself prepared and positioned to compose a paper on your topic. You should, therefore:
· Identify questions you are having
· Float some possible solutions or directions you are considering
· Prepare the class to ask questions of you
· Provide time for discussion of your work so far
