Examples of Midrashic Method and the Rules of Hillel
1) Kal wa-homer (from light to heavy)

Exodus 6:12 But Moses spoke to the LORD, "The Israelites have not listened to me; how then shall Pharaoh listen to me, poor speaker that I am?"
Luke 12:24 Consider the ravens: they neither sow nor reap, they have neither storehouse nor barn, and yet God feeds them. Of how much more value are you than the birds!

2) Gezerah shawah  (argument from analogy)
Mark 2:23-28   23 One sabbath he was going through the grainfields; and as they made their way his disciples began to pluck heads of grain.  24 The Pharisees said to him, "Look, why are they doing what is not lawful on the sabbath?"  25 And he said to them, "Have you never read what David did when he and his companions were hungry and in need of food?  26 He entered the house of God, when Abiathar was high priest, and ate the bread of the Presence, which it is not lawful for any but the priests to eat, and he gave some to his companions."  27 Then he said to them, "The sabbath was made for humankind, and not humankind for the sabbath;  28 so the Son of Man is lord even of the sabbath."

3) Binyan ab mi-katub ehad (general principle from one verse)
Mark 12:26  26 And as for the dead being raised, have you not read in the book of Moses, in the story about the bush, how God said to him, 'I am the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob'? 

4) Binyan ab mi-shene ketubim (extension by generalization from two verses)

Exodus 21:26 When a slaveowner strikes the eye of a male or female slave, destroying it, the owner shall let the slave go, a free person, to compensate for the eye. 27 If the owner knocks out a tooth of a male or female slave, the slave shall be let go, a free person, to compensate for the tooth.

James 2:21-26  21 Was not our ancestor Abraham justified by works when he offered his son Isaac on the altar?  22 You see that faith was active along with his works, and faith was brought to completion by the works.  23 Thus the scripture was fulfilled that says, "Abraham believed God, and it was reckoned to him as righteousness," and he was called the friend of God.  24 You see that a person is justified by works and not by faith alone. (Gen 15.6; Gen 22.12; 2 Chron 20.7; Isa 41.8) Likewise, was not Rahab the prostitute also justified by works when she welcomed the messengers and sent them out by another road? For just as the body without the spirit is dead, so faith without works is also dead.
5) Kelal u-Perat and Perat u-kelal  (general > particular or particular > general)

Romans 13.9 For the commandments,7 "Do not commit adultery, do not murder, do not steal, do not covet,"8 (and if there is any other commandment) are summed up in this, "Love your neighbor as yourself." (A quotation from Exod 20:13–15, 17; Deut 5:17–19, 21. and also Lev 19:18.)

6) Ka-yoze bo mi-makom aher (inference from an analogous passage)

Hebrews 4:1-11  Therefore, while the promise of entering his rest is still open, let us take care that none of you should seem to have failed to reach it.  2 For indeed the good news came to us just as to them; but the message they heard did not benefit them, because they were not united by faith with those who listened. 3 For we who have believed enter that rest, just as God has said, "As in my anger I swore, 'They shall not enter my rest,'" though his works were finished at the foundation of the world.  4 For in one place it speaks about the seventh day as follows, "And God rested on the seventh day from all his works."  5 And again in this place it says, "They shall not enter my rest."  6 Since therefore it remains open for some to enter it, and those who formerly received the good news failed to enter because of disobedience,  7 again he sets a certain day -- "today" -- saying through David much later, in the words already quoted, "Today, if you hear his voice, do not harden your hearts."  8 For if Joshua had given them rest, God would not speak later about another day.  9 So then, a sabbath rest still remains for the people of God;  10 for those who enter God's rest also cease from their labors as God did from his.  11 Let us therefore make every effort to enter that rest, so that no one may fall through such disobedience as theirs.
7) Dabar ha-lamed me-'inyano (interpretation from context)

Hebrews 11:1-4 Now faith is the assurance of things hoped for, the conviction of things not seen.  2 Indeed, by faith our ancestors received approval.  3 By faith we understand that the worlds were prepared by the word of God, so that what is seen was made from things that are not visible. 4 By faith Abel offered to God a more acceptable sacrifice than Cain's. Through this he received approval as righteous, God himself giving approval to his gifts; he died, but through his faith he still speaks.
