Some Quick OT in NT Exercises
1. Read Luke 11.20. To what Old Testament incident is Jesus alluding by his particular choice of phrasing? 
Why might this be significant?

2. Though occurring in different contexts, each of the synoptic Gospels has a version of the two great commands. First note the similarities and differences between them. 
Matthew 22.37

ἀγαπήσεις κύριον τὸν θεόν σου ἐν ὅλῃ τῇ καρδίᾳ σου καὶ ἐν ὅλῃ τῇ ψυχῇ σου καὶ ἐν ὅλῃ τῇ

Mark 12.30

ἀγαπήσεις κύριον τὸν θεόν σου ἐξ ὅλης τῆς καρδίας σου καὶ ἐξ ὅλης τῆς ψυχῆς σου καὶ ἐξ ὅλης τῆς διανοίας σου καὶ ἐξ ὅλης τῆς ἰσχύος σου. … ἀγαπήσεις τὸν πλησίον σου ὡς σεαυτόν. 
Luke 10.27

ἀγαπήσεις κύριον τὸν θεόν σου ἐξ ὅλης [τῆς] καρδίας σου καὶ ἐν ὅλῃ τῇ ψυχῇ σου καὶ ἐν ὅλῃ τῇ 
ἰσχύϊ σου καὶ ἐν ὅλῃ τῇ διανοίᾳ σου, 
καὶ τὸν πλησίον σου ὡς σεαυτόν.
The margin notes indicate that the first command refers to Deut 6.5; 10.12; Josh 22.5, and the second half refers to Leviticus 19.18.
Deut 6.5

ἀγαπήσεις κύριον τὸν θεόν σου ἐξ ὅλης τῆς καρδίας σου καὶ ἐξ ὅλης τῆς ψυχῆς σου καὶ ἐξ ὅλης τῆς δυνάμεώς σου.

Deut 10.12
…ἀγαπᾶν αὐτὸν καὶ λατρεύειν κυρίῳ τῷ θεῷ σου ἐξ ὅλης τῆς καρδίας σου καὶ ἐξ ὅλης τῆς ψυχῆς σου,

Josh 22.5 
ἀγαπᾶν κύριον τὸν θεὸν ὑμῶν, πορεύεσθαι πάσαις ταῖς ὁδοῖς αὐτοῦ, φυλάξασθαι τὰς ἐντολὰς αὐτοῦ καὶ προσκεῖσθαι αὐτῷ καὶ λατρεύειν αὐτῷ ἐξ ὅλης τῆς διανοίας ὑμῶν καὶ ἐξ ὅλης τῆς ψυχῆς ὑμῶν.

Leviticus 19.18

ἀγαπήσεις τὸν πλησίον σου ὡς σεαυτόν,
With these verses before you, note how the NT passages do not exactly cite any of the OT texts. How, then, do the NT passages get the form that they are in?

Secondly, what links the second command to the first so that these passages from Deuteronomy and Leviticus can be combined?

3. Read Luke 19.45-46. Jesus is actually two separate verses of Scripture. 
What are these Scriptures, and what is it that holds them together?
Look at the context surrounding each of those verses. In light of their context, what else is implied by Jesus’ reference to these texts?
4. Read 1 Corinthians 9.9. What Scripture is Paul citing? 
What is the nature of the argument that Paul is making?
Now read 1 Timothy 5.18. What two ‘Scriptures’ are cited here?
