Interrogative, Indefinite, Relative, & Indefinite Relative Pronouns & Adjectives
Today we are going to learn about some new types of pronouns and adjectives: Interrogative, Indefinite, Relative, and Indefinite Relative. Are you ready?

Sure. 

So where do you want to start?

Okay, …. What is an interrogative pronoun?


That’s right.

What is right?


Very good! I see that you understand: ‘What?’ is an interrogative pronoun.

That’s what I’m asking!


Well, now you are not asking, so that ‘what’ is a relative pronoun.

What?


Exactly! That ‘what?’ is an interrogative pronoun. What (!) do you want to learn next?
Oh, never mind. What is an indefinite pronoun?

No, remember, I said that ‘what?’ is an interrogative pronoun.
What?


Yes.

(pause…) Let’s try this again. Is there something you can tell me about indefinite pronouns?


‘Something’ is an indefinite pronoun.

Don’t make me guess. Just tell me.

‘Anything’ is too.
Anything is an indefinite pronoun?


Correct.

So, even something which is as stupid as this conversation is an indefinite pronoun?

Well, ‘something’ is, but ‘which’ is a relative.

Which relative?


Now, that ‘which?’ is an interrogative adjective.
But you just said that anything is an indefinite.

Yes. ‘Something’ and ‘anything’ are indefinite pronouns, but ‘what’ and ‘which’ are relatives when not asking a question.

Is this some kind of riddle?


Very clever! That is ‘some’ kind of an indefinite adjective!
What is an indefinite adjective?

How many times do I have to tell you that ‘what?’ is…

(interrupting) Stop. Forget I said that.

Remember, that ‘that’ is a demonstrative, but we already learned ‘those’… and ‘this’ and ‘these’ ‘some’ (indefinite adjective!) time ago.
You are giving me a headache.
You want a headache? Let’s think about how grammatically wrong it was for Pilate to say to Jesus, “What is truth?”  when, of course, we all know that ‘what?’ is...

…an interrogative pronoun. 

I knew you would get it. So, all we have left are indefinite relative pronouns. You want to learn about those now?
Whatever…


Excellent! We’re all done.
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
