Greek Tools Proficiencies – Part 1B – Keyboard Exercise

1. Practice typing out the Greek alpha-beta. 
· Remember that you have to choose both the font (Cardo) and a Greek keyboard. (If you are comfortable, try the Word macro I posted on the Fonts Help page and assign the actions to shortcut keys.) 
· For the Logos/Windows keyboard, look at the bottom of your screen near the system tray for an “EN” (which means you are in English). You can either click on that “EN” and choose “EL” (for hELlas=Greek), or else you can toggle the keyboards using the ALT key + SHIFT key. 
· For Keyman, set up a shortcut key or else click on the icon in the system tray.
· If you use the Logos package for your keyboard setup, be sure to look at the PDF file that came with it that includes keyboard layouts. (NOTE: The modified version I offer on my web page really only has a one exchange of letters. Logos has chi (χ) on the “c” key and xi (ξ) on the “x” key. I switch those two.) 
· Make sure you know where to find the final sigma. (Note: depending on how you set up your keyboard, if you type a space after a sigma, it should automatically convert to a final sigma. If not, try the letter “v.”)
